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S-STEM Scholarships in Physics and Chemistry

Drexel University announces scholarships available to assist academically talented, financially needy students to earn B.S. degrees in physics or chemistry from Drexel University.  With a degree in either of these technical disciplines, a student is well prepared to enter the workforce as a full-fledged professional.  This scholarship program, referred to by the acronym S-STEM (for scholarships in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics), will provide $40,000, pro-rated over five years, to each selected student who enters Drexel and remains enrolled as a full-time physics or chemistry major in good standing.  To qualify, students must be U. S. citizens or permanent residents and must meet the criterion of financial need as determined by the U.S. Department of Education.  The scholarship award provided by the S-STEM will be in addition to, and will not detract from, the financial aid package (typically composed of a mixture of scholarships, grants, loans, and work-study monies) provided to the student by the Office of Financial Aid at Drexel.  

To be considered for an S-STEM scholarship in physics or chemistry, please go to the S-STEM website (address below), download and fill out the S-STEM application form and send it to Professor Roberto Ramos at the address below as soon as possible and no later than March 1.  Submitting earlier is highly recommended. Separately, an application for admission to Drexel University, along with high school transcripts, SAT or ACT scores, letters of recommendation, and an essay describing why you are interested in studying chemistry or physics, must be provided to the Admissions Office of Drexel University. Scholarship recipients will be selected based on academic promise and financial need.  Decisions concerning the S-STEM Scholarships will be made as early as possible. 
Scholarship applicants must also submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) for the 2008-09 academic year between January 1, 2008 and February 15, 2008.  The FAFSA can be submitted online at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  Drexel’s school code is 003256. 

The S-STEM Scholarship in physics or chemistry is renewable for each year of the recipient’s under-graduate degree program, provided he/she is enrolled as a full-time, undergraduate, day (not evening) student in the B.S. program in physics or chemistry at Drexel and is in good academic standing at the end of each academic year.  The S-STEM scholarship in physics or chemistry can be applied to annual tuition, room and board, annual fees, or other educational expenses.  The recipient is eligible to participate in other Drexel tuition-based grant programs as long as the total of all grants does not exceed the cost of attendance.

Applicants not selected for this scholarship will be considered for other University scholarships and grants.  Notification of other financial assistance will be separate from notification of the S-STEM Scholarships.
